Other obligations : FFV 2011 license for each competitor . It must be endorsed by 

a doctor or be accompanied by a valid doctor’s medical 
declaration, along with a parental authorization for minors.   

 Foreign competitors without a French license must justify their 
membership to a national authority, member of ISAF,  or 
should justify with a valid civil liability insurance of 1 million 
euros. 

  
Registration and fees : The competitors should register by forwarding the attached 

form with a check for registration fees of 140 Euros to: Cercle 
de la Voile du Portrieux (C.V.Px),     BP 22, 22410 Saint Quay 
Portrieux, not later than october 10th 2011. 
After this date a supplement 15 Euros will be applied.

Race instructions Race instructions and their appendix will be given individually

  Scoring: low point system 
 
Penalties A breach of chapter 2 rules: the rule 44.1 is modified: the two 

turn penalty is replaced by a one turn penalty. 
A breach of rules other than those of chapter 2 and rules 28 & 
31 could, after the race complaints committee instructions, be 
penalized with a penalty comprised between 10% of the 
number of registered competitors and a complete 
disqualification. 

 
Places in the harbor The harbor places are made available free of charge to the 

competitors of the International Cup - Open 5.70 by the 
authorities of the Port d’Armor from 21st to 26th September 
2011 

 
Communications radio    A VHF is mandatory. The competitors must neither 

communicate nor use radio transmission while racing other 
than by the channels dedicated especially for them or with the 
shore by any other mean during the races. 

 
Beaching The boats must not be taken out of the water between Sunday 

the 30th at 9am and the end of the race except as authorized by 
the committee. 

 
Launching and hauling  The boats are normally launched and hauled out of the water 

by the holds the dry harbour. Depending on availability, it may 
possible to use the harbor crane for a fee of 10 euro for each 
maneuver, launching or hauling.
